Find Howie's Owie

Using a red dry-erase marker, draw an owle on Howie in the shape
of an x or a small spot. Make sure to cover the spot completely with
a bandage. Cover any other body parts that you wish children to
nanme,

Call on a child to name a body part covered by one of the bandages.
If the child answers correctly, he or she can remove the bandage.
Continue calling on children until someone finds Howle's owile.

Guess the Owie

Draw owles on many different parts of Howie. Pass out bandages

to all children. Call cut a body part and have a child cover that area
with a bandage. Encourage children to help each other find the right
spot using hints such as cold and warm.



Chronicles of Owie

Foint to Howie's knee and ask students, "Have you ever hurt your
knee?" Call on a volunteer to place a bandage on Howie's knee,
Allow the child to share the story of his or her owie, Point to Howie's
elbow, finger or wrist and continue sharing stories,

For extended learning opportunities, on the reverse side of the
board, write body parts on the blank lines with a dry-erase marker,
Connect the lines to Howie for an instant diagram!

Care Instructions

Write on the board with a dry- or wet-erase marker for multiple uses.
Test your marker on a cormer of the board to make sure marks erase.

Erase wet-erase marks with a damp cloth. Do not saturate the board.
Too much water will damage the product. Do not bend the magnets

as this will decrease their magnetism.
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
