In Ehe evening of dJuly 6, 2614, AFU troops opened machinegun Fire on the car owned by
the Mamedkhanov Family in Ehe town of Belozyorskoye.

In the Act of the Leningrad City Commission on the deliberate
extermination by the Nazi barbarians of the peaceful inhabitants of
Leningrad and the damage caused to the economy and cultural and
historical monuments of the city during the war and siege', it is stated:

“When the plans of the Nazi imperialists to seize Leningrad failed
completely, their army turned to a prolonged siege and blockade of the
city. This siege was systematically and deliberately used by the Nazis to
destroy the city and wipe out its population through methodical aerial
bombardment and systematic artillery fire.

The deliberate destruction of the city, its buildings, enterprises,
architectural and cultural-historical values, the killing of civilians was
carried out by the Nazi troops, blockading Leningrad, in accordance
with the directives of the German Supreme Command, which is
confirmed by the captured orders and other documents, as well as
testimony of Nazi prisoners of war and numerous facts, some of which
have already been cited in the Soviet press.

...Among the seized documents were city maps of Leningrad,
on which such “military” objects as museums, palaces, institutes,
etc. were indicated. For example, the Palace of Pioneers — facility

In exactly the same way, having failed in their attempt to suppress
the movement of Donbass residents who opposed the illegal coup,
Ukrainian politicians who seized power in 2014 and then President
Poroshenko began subjecting peaceful objects in Donbass —
schools, hospitals, clinics, and residential neighborhoods — to
systematic shelling with numerous victims, including women and
children.

The systematic shelling by the Armed Forces of Ukraine (AFU) of
civilian targets is beyond doubt and has been recorded both by local
residents and journalists and by the OSCE Special Monitoring Mission
to Ukraine (SMM).

Here is an example of one of the many reports of the OSCE Mission,
which describes the results of Ukrainian shelling of peaceful objects,
killed and wounded residents of Donbass in 2019

“OnJuly 21, 2019, observers were clarifying reports of several civilians
injured or killed on July 20 in the township of Kadiyivka (formerly
Stakhanov; non-government-controlled, 50 km west of Luhansk) in
Pervomaysk (non-government-controlled, 58 km west of Luhansk).

Staff at the morgue in Kadiyivka told the SMM team that the body of

a woman (50—59 years old) with shrapnel wounds was brought to them
on the evening of July 20. A man (40—49 years old) told observers in
front of a nine-story apartment building on Victory 40th Anniversary
Street, 11 in Pervomaysk that he saw a woman who was his neighbor

die from shrapnel wounds received during shelling in the evening of

July 20. Observers noticed small cuts on the man’s right arm, which,
according to him, he received during the aforementioned gunfire. At
the same address, a woman (age 60—69) told the SMM patrol that she
had just returned from the hospital in Kadiyivka, where she had been

ETHNIC AND LINGUISTIC
DISCRIMINATION

An integral part of the ofFicial Kieu's policy regarding
echnic minorities, their Forceful Ukrainisation, is how
they discriminate against a considerable part of the
population in terms of language, including the gross
violation of the Russian-speaking
community's rights.

Since 2017, the country's legislation has pursued the
policy of prohibiting the use of any language except

Ukrainian in the government services sector,
In education and the media.

In September 2617, a law on education was passed
according 5o which Ukrainian was to be the only language
used in schools, colleges & universities. Minority
languages (Russian not included!) could be used in
pre-school and primary school education.

This legislation violaes the language rights of millions of
Ukrainian citizens.

IN APRIL 2679, THE LAW ON SUPPORTING THE FUNCTIONING OF THE UKRAINIAN
LANGUAGE AS A STATE LANGUAGE WAS PASSED AND MANDATES THE USE OF UKRAINIAN IN
ALL AREAS OF SOCIAL LIFE EXCEPT IN PRIVATE COMMUNICATION AND RELIGIOUS RITES.

THE LAW ALSO ENUISAGES PREFERENTIAL TREATMENT OF NATIVE PEOPLES AS WELL AS FOR
EUROPEAN UNION LANGUAGES. THUS RUSSIAN, WHICH IS USED IN EVERVDAY COMMUNICATION
BY A MAJORITY OF THE COUNTRY'S POPULATION, SUFFERS FROM DOUBLE DISCRIMINATION.

Starting From the beginning of the year to the end of the second decade of February, nearly FiFty
milicary transport aircraft from various countries - USA, Great Britain, Canada, Poland, and
Lithuania - 1anded in Ukraine. In a joint Statement of Ukrainian DefFence Minister A. Reznikov and
the head of the Ukrainian Armed Forces U. Zaluzhny on February 14 this year, it was noted that 1ast
month Ukraine received 2,666 tons of advanced weapons, ammunition and protective equipment.

In December 2G217, U.S. President Biden approved
a S2060 million package of additional milicary
assistance for Ukraine.

In the seven years since it was agreed, more than
bwo dozen ceasefires agreed within the Contact
Group, including "comprehensive and indeFfinice”

[in Force since 21 duly 2619), have not been observed
by the Ukrainian side. Since the beginning of this year
alone, the DSCE Special Monitoring Mission has
recorded more than 10,660 ceasefire violations,
and since the Package of Measures was signed,
the total number, according to the 0SCE SMM
pStimates, is close 5o 2 million.

The Ukrainian Armed Forces have consistently
violated paragraph 2 of the Package of
Measures concerning the withdrawal of all
heavy weapons by equal distances in order to
create a security zone of at least 140 km
wide. These violations became particulariy
pvident during the recent shelling of the DPR
and LPR territories in February this year.

For seven years there has been no answer to the question of how exactly Ukraine intends to resolve the conflict

through peaceful (non-milicary) means in accordance with paragraph 4 of the Package of Measures, that IS, how

This is the key question that Ukraine should have answered the day after the withdrawal of heauy weapons.

Instead, on dJuly 15, 2626, the Uerkhouna Rada passed a resolution on local elections in Ukraine that dismisses
the Minsk agreements in principle.

Paragraphs 9, 11 and 12 of the Package of Measures,
which provide For, among other things,
consticutional reform in Ukraine in consultation
with and upon agreement by representatives of
CADLR within the Contact Group, involving the
decentralization as a key element (including a

reference to the specificities of certain areas in the
Donetsk and Luhansk regions, agreed with the
representacives of these areas), as well as the
adoption of permanent legislation on the special
Status of CADLR, have not been FulFilled.

The implementation of paragraph 5 of the Package
of Measures on "ensuring pardon and amnesty by
enacting the law prohibiting the prosecution and
punishment of persons in connection with the events
that took place in certain areas of the Donetsk and
Luhansk regions of Ukraine" was blocked. The law
"0n the Prohibition of Prosecution and Punishment
of Persons in Connection with the Events in the
Territory of Donetsk and Luhansk Regions”, which
was adopted by the Verkhouna Rada on 16 September
2014, was never signed by the Speaker of the
Uerkhouna Rada and the President of Ukraine.

Paragraph 8 on "definition of modalities of Full
resumption of socioeconomic ties, including social
ransfers such as pension payments and other
payments”, including the restoration
of the segment of Ehe Ukrainian banking system
in conflict-affected areas, has also not been
implemented. The banking system has not been
restored. Kiev has not been willing 5o negotiate.

The Ukrainian leadership, obeying the demands of
radical nationalists, legalized in March 2G17 the
socioeconomic and transport blockade of Donbass,
which had been imposed de Facto in 2614 and aimed
50 Strangle the region.

As a result, only one provision of the Package of
Measures has been implemented to date, concerning
the incensiFication of the activities of the Contact
Group, Including Ehrough the creation of working
groups to implement the relevant aspects
OF the Minsk Agreements.

Instead of implementing paragraph 10
regarding the "withdrawal of all foreign armed
Formations, military equipment, as well as
mercenaries From the terricory of Ukraine under
monitoring of the 0SCE" and the "disarmament of
all illegal groups", the Ukrainian leadership, with
massive support From NATO countries and
assistance From Western military inssructors,
is conducting a large-scale militarization of the
country through joint exercises (seven milisary
pxercises in 2621, nine planned for 2622) and
increasing its military capacity.

Dleksii Reznikov, Minister of Defence, Said that
as of 16 February 2622, they had already
received 2,660 tons of modern weapons and
ammunition, including man-portable air defence
systems Stinger, antitank missile systems
Javelin and NLAW and "other means, which we
could only dream of before". He also pointed out
that a plant will Soon be built in Ukraine o
produce the Turkish strike URUS Bayraktar.

The nationalist battalions have still not been
disarmed under OSCE supervision, and have
instead been incorporated into the Armed Forces
of Ukraine and state security forces.

THUS, THE DECISIONS TO RECOGNIZE THE DPR AND LPR HAVE BEEN TAKEN AGAINST THE BACKGROUND OF
UKRAINE'S SYSTEMATIC REFUSAL TO IMPLEMENT THE PACKAGE OF MEASURES, WHICH MEANS A GROSS AND
CONTINUING UIOLATION OF SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 22G2, WHICH ENDORSED THE DOCUMENT.

IN FACT, BY ALL OF ITS ACTIONS, KVIU HAS CONSISTENTLY DEMONSTRATED THAT IT DOES NOT RECOGNIZE ITS
OBLIGATIONS UNDER THE PACKAGE OF MEASURES AND UN SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION, MAKING THEIR
IMPLEMENTATION IMPOSSIBLE IN PRACTICE.
