A. Malta is not one island, as most people think, but five. The British ruled Malta for 150 years and independence came only in 1964. Naturally, the Maltese adopted the British system of administration, education and legislation. Signs of British lifestyle are everywhere. Even the cars drive on the left. Malta has no rivers or lakes. Many rely on rain, which does not come every summer, and causes floods in winter. Shortage of water has stimulated the building of special factories that remove salt from the sea water. Nowadays they provide more than half of the country’s freshwater needs. Officially, the tap water is safe to drink in Malta, but it tastes awful. 

B. South Africa is sometimes called the ‘Rainbow Nation’, because there are so many different languages and various cultural traditions. The colours of the rainbow can now be seen in country’s flag. In South Africa, there are eleven official languages. So, there are eleven official names for the country, one for each different language. One of the major problems of the country is shortage of water. Through a special law four million poor people in the country have been given easy access to clean water. Nowadays South Africa is among the 12 countries in the world that are able to supply its people with tap water that is fit to drink. 

C. During the 17th and 18th centuries, British navigators sailed across the seas with the aim of extending Britain’s power and prosperity. The British made Gibraltar, which is less than 7 square kilometres, a colony in 1713. The very small country is bordered by Spain to the north, so the people of Gibraltar, who are British citizens, are naturally bilingual in English and Spanish. However, Gibraltar’s only official language is English. The tiny country is famous for its “apes” – tailless monkeys! There are about 160 monkeys living in Gibraltar, in two main areas. Legend states that, if the apes leave Gibraltar, Gibraltar will cease to be British. 

D. The Malay word for the country, ‘Singapura’, means Lion City. Modern Singapore is full of numerous lion statues. According to legend, the founder of Singapore named his kingdom Lion City because he saw a lion on the island and decided that it was a sign of good luck. However the government refused to put the image of the lion on the state flag. Singapore has three main communities. But there are four official languages in the country– Mandarin, Malay, Tamil and English. The country is densely populated and the government tries to regulate the number of cars on the roads. Much attention is paid to the development of public transport.

Robots
The word robot appeared in 1920s. It was first used in a science fiction story. The word comes from the Slavic word “robota”. So it means that a robot is a machine that does work for people. 
There are different kinds of robots, most of them are electro-mechanical and are operated with the help of a computer program. A robot may resemble a human being (these robots are called androids) or may have the boring look of a tool. Whatever the image is, to do work, a robot needs a source of power. Usually, either an electric plug or batteries are needed. The drawbacks of both ways are obvious and scientists are considering innovative ways to produce electricity which will make robots more autonomous.
Robots are entering our life and more and more young people are getting interested in them as a career option. For them, universities offer courses on robotics. Robotics deals with the design, construction, operation, and application of robots. It is a fast developing technology, and clever young experts find it challenging and very captivating. They exhibit their cutting-edge robots. They say robots will be everywhere soon, doing lots of jobs for us.
Indeed, robots are a great solution when we have to do monotonous or unpleasant work. People normally prefer creative jobs and hate doing dull and repetitive things but robots perform these tasks much faster. Accuracy is another plus – robots do not make “human” mistakes caused by tiredness, distraction or boredom. Due to this, so-called industrial robots are successfully used in manufacturing, construction and lots of other industries. 
Robots can perform tasks impossible for people. These are mainly connected to micro surgery and advanced methods of diagnosing diseases. Robots for these purposes are at, or nearly at, the microscopic scale – they are also known as nanorobots. The potential application for these tiny machines is really enormous. Some scientists say they will change health care completely. Imagine going to the doctor to get treatment for a persistent fever. Instead of giving you a pill or an injection, the doctor implants a tiny robot into your body. The robot swims through your arteries and veins, detects the cause of your fever, travels to the appropriate system and provides a dose of medicine directly to the infected area. Nano engineers believe all this will be possible in the very near future. 
What they do not believe in is the idea promoted by lots of science fiction writers – that robots may turn into people. It is true that some robots have vision and tactile sensors, they can distinguish the sounds of human voice. This is their way of receiving commands. They may even respond verbally but it is not real communication but a purely technical process based on mathematical algorithms. It is also very unlikely that one day a robot will develop a personality – the unique combination of things that make a person.
