Abstract. Developing speaking skills is one of the basic conditions for
successful socialization. At the same time, teaching speaking is a difficult task for
both teachers and students. An effective solution can be the Singapore method, based
on cooperation and communication between students.

The subject of the study is the process of teaching speaking in English lessons
in secondary school. The object is the Singapore method as an innovative approach
to solving the problem.
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The work is based on both theoretical studies and an analysis of practical
experience, including the author's, in using the Singapore method in school classes.
Lessons conducted using this method showed its effectiveness in improving students’
communication skills.
