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Children with disabilities are not capable of longer, monotonous and significant in intensity training sessions, which
are often necessary for the development of certain compensatory skills and qualities, and the improvement of psycho-
physical abilities. Therefore, all work should be structured in such a way that the correction is carried out delicately
and tactfully, in the process of the most attractive activities. And it is the classes based on correctional-developing mo-
bile games that can be considered as a platform for solving a whole complex of tasks aimed at enriching the intellect,
motor and speech development, education, upbringing, and health of the child.
