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The article discusses the ways of forming neologisms in modern English. The main ways of forming new words
are described, namely, affixation, conversion, reduction, word composition. The authors analyze these types of
word formations using examples and note that the most commonly used methods of forming neologisms are af-
fixation and contraction. Conversion is the least used in comparison with other types of word formation.
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
