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The article examines the genesis of the term «patriotismy in a social and historical context. The evolution of
patriotism is traced depending on the development of civil consciousness of society. The author examines the
development of the term «patriotismy in the ancient period, analyzing the views of Plato and Aristotle. Next,
the author proceeds to the analysis of Chinese philosophers and their approach to understanding patriotism.
The author also analyzes the representatives of Russian science. Based on extensive theoretical material, the
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of society.

he education of patriotism is very im-

portant in modern Russia, since patriotism
is the basis of the state. At the same time, a su-
perficial or incorrect, distorted understanding of
patriotism can cause significant damage to civil
society. A characteristic feature of civil society
is its constant development, following the vector
of progress. Accordingly, the qualities inherent
in civil society develop and evolve. Let us con-
sider and analyze the genesis of the term «patri-
otismy in domestic and foreign science.

M.V. Cheltsov in the article «Genesis of the
concept of «patriotismy in the social and peda-
gogical spheres until the end of the 11th centu-
ry» he writes: «the emergence of the concept of
«patriotismy is associated by most researchers
with the period of formation of statehood in
Greek society. So, in the period from the 8th to
the 6th centuries BC. There is a change in the
form of self-perception and belonging in Greek
communities. Consanguinity ties are gradually
being replaced by civilian status» [7, p. 179].
That is, we can note that the emergence of pat-
riotism coincides with the emergence of civil
society. During the same historical period, the
term «ideology» also appeared, which is not yet
connected in any way with the concept of patri-
otism, which is interesting as clear evidence of
the possibility of patriotism without the exist-
ence of an official ideology. [4, p. 13]. Howev-
er, the question of the emergence of patriotism
as a consequence of the gradual replacement of
consanguineous ties with civilian ones is not
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entirely true. It is logical to assume that it was
precisely consanguineous ties that made one
feel a kinship with society; it was through them
that the individual became familiar with the
people. In relation to this period, we can talk
about expanding the boundaries of a person’s
perception, realizing that his family, clan are
part of a single society.

«Attention should be paid to an important
event in Greek history — the colonization of new
territories, which in many ways had a signifi-
cant impact on the formation of the Greek
worldview» [3, p. 277]. It was this process that
gave rise to the wurgent need for self-
identification, preservation of one’s identity,
one’s sovereignty. Patriotism for the Greek col-
onists becomes the basis of survival, not only
from the point of view of defending their territo-
ries from hostile tribes, but also from the point
of view of suppressing tendencies towards in-
ternecine struggle for power.

«Aristotle builds a clear scheme for citizens
to serve each other and relate to the state. Patri-
otism is included in the components that guaran-
tee the good of the state» [3, p. 279]. It will be
interesting for us to note that in this period, pat-
riotism acquires one of its main features — ser-
vice. Terminologically, this is more accurate,
since the concept of «love» when applied to the
people has a significant degree of abstraction,
while service is defined by very specific actions
for the benefit of one’s people. It is service that
defines patriotism in the context of sacrifice,
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neglect of personal interests in favor of public
ones. However, what followed was a fairly long
period during which public thought practically
did not turn to the concept of «patriotismy.

The issue of patriotism deserves special con-
sideration during the period of feudal fragmen-
tation of Rus', during which the Motherland was
identified not with the country, but with an ap-
panage principality, and military clashes were
possible between representatives of the same
ethnic group, language, religion and culture.

S.A. Sorokin notes: «One of the first works
of ancient Russian literature in which the patri-
otic idea received a harmonious, logical and or-
ganic development was Hilarion’s «Tale of Law
and Grace». It was Hilarion who expressed the
idea of a special calling, a special mission of the
Russian people» [6]. It is this special mission
that presupposes special requirements for the
people and their special responsibility. Chosen-
ness here is perceived not as a privilege, but as a
special kind of service to God and people. Later,
these ideas will find their development in the
works of the Vladimir Bishop Serapion [6]. And
again, patriotism will be conceptualized at the
level of service, personal responsibility for the
fate of one’s people. This responsibility must
manifest itself, first of all, in repentance and
moral self-improvement. «A turning point in
history was the Battle of Kulikovo, which
caused significant shifts in ancient Russian pat-
riotic consciousness and initiated a powerful
patriotic upsurge. The victory in this battle
«pushed aside the old regional patriotism ... In
its place was a feeling of devotion to the Grand
Duke of All Russia, as a living personification
of all-Russian unity» [6].

In our opinion, the last statement somewhat
narrows the time frame for the development of the
idea of devotion to the Grand Duke, which is
clearly illustrated by the tense relations between
Moscow and the Ryazan principality and the feu-
dal isolation of Novgorod. Regarding the idea of
centralization of power, it can be noted that the
perception of the Grand Duke in Russia at that
time was, first of all, as a protector, a military
leader, uniting his people under a single com-
mand. This perception meant the imminent end of
the feudal wars, and the power of the Grand Duke
itself was perceived as serving his Fatherland. In
Western Europe, the concept of active love for the
Fatherland is also beginning to take shape, how-
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ever, in a slightly different context. «The philoso-
phers of the Enlightenment period played a huge
role in this process. They believed that loyalty to
the country, the Fatherland, was higher than per-
sonal loyalty to the monarch or loyalty to the
churchy [7, p. 181]. Here we see the emergence of
pseudo-liberal ideas, which consist in the fact that
service to the Fatherland in some cases is replaced
by the service of an idea on the altar of which its
adherents were ready to lay down hundreds of
lives. It is this understanding of patriotism that is
characteristic of modern Western society. The Fa-
therland and the people are almost completely
supplanted by financial interests, or by the «ideals
of democracy», which radically changes the nor-
mal state of things in society — instead of social
thought serving for the benefit of a person, a per-
son becomes an adherent of a certain idea.

Let's consider modern approaches to the def-
inition of patriotism.

V.1. Dahl defines patriotism as «the most im-
portant spiritual and moral quality, presuppos-
ing devotion and love for one’s Fatherland and
people, citizenship, expressed in active work for
the good of the country» [1, p. 24].

Political science dictionary: «Patriotism is an
indicator of high citizenship, involvement in the
interests of the country and people, the desire to
defend the homeland, to take active action in the
name of good, sovereignty, and dignity. Patriot-
ism is a clear indicator of the civilization of a
society; it is incompatible with nationalism,
with the opposition of cultures» [6, p. 104-105].

V.1. Lutovinov , N.I. Melnichenko: «Patriot-
ism represents a kind of foundation of social
and state knowledge, the ideological support of
its viability, one of the primary conditions for
the effective functioning of the entire system of
social and state institutions» [ 2, p. 79].

Thus, there is no single approach to defining
patriotism in modern science. And this is under-
standable, since patriotism is a multifaceted
phenomenon and certain historical realities
bring its different aspects to the fore. We can
define patriotism as a measure of a citizen's per-
sonal responsibility for the fate of his Father-
land, which is directly proportional to his social
status. Consideration of patriotism from this
point of view presupposes, first of all, a critical
understanding of one’s own actions in the con-
text of social utility, and not an abstract criti-
cism of socio-political processes.
