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EXPRESSIVE SYNTAX FUNCTIONING
IN LITERARY TEXT (based on English language)
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This present paper analyzes the means of expressive syntax in English. The material of the study was the
units of expressive syntax presented in the novel «Eat, Pray, Love» by the American writer Elizabeth Gilbert
and the novel «This Winter» by the English writer Alice Osman. The aim of the study is to analyze the syn-
tactic means of expressing the category of expressiveness in an English literary text. To achieve this goal, a
contextual analysis of a literary text, as well as a descriptive method, which includes generalization and in-
terpretation of the information received are used. The result of the paper is the analysis of significant ele-
ments of expressive syntax, which, in addition to the traditional «arsenal» of means (connotative, clichéd /
idiomatic and «extralinguisticy phrases, parenthetical phrases, various amplifying structures, inversion, el-
lipsis, etc.), include author’s methods increasing the syntactic tone — the dialogical nature of the narration,
the use of the «surprise effect», as well as expressive punctuation markers.
