here are many ways and approaches to the

formation of family values and traditions,
the development of life skills in everyday life,
aesthetic taste, practical skills and cognitive
sphere of children, which are passed down from
generation to generation and serve as a binding
basis. Many traditions and values are supported
by the state, including family holidays, support
measures aimed at strengthening the institution
of the family and forming a healthy society.
Support for family values and traditions is re-
flected in the Concept of the State Family Poli-
cy of the Russian Federation. Orphans and those
left without guardianship and guardianship un-
der the protection of the law and the state, fami-
ly values are formed and traditions are instilled
with an integrated approach that includes educa-
tional, educational and psychological methods
and approaches.

Some approaches to the formation of family
values among orphans and children left without
guardianship include creating a family image,
practical familiarization with family traditions
and customs, developing communication and
interaction skills, psychological support when
overcoming feelings of loneliness, and prepar-

ing for independent living.

In the scientific literature of N.I. Lapin, fami-
ly values are positive or negative indicators of
the importance of objects related to the main
community of people connected by ties of mat-
rimony, parenthood and kinship based on a sin-
gle joint activity. Among the values created by
mankind over tens of thousands of years, the
family is one of the largest. No nation, no cul-
tural community is complete without a family.
Society and the state are interested in its preser-
vation and consolidation; everyone needs a reli-
able family, regardless of age [1].

In S.P. Akutina's work, family values are spir-
itual and moral guidelines that are socially ap-
proved and shared by most people, serving as a
standard, ideal for all people and determining the
purposeful process of creating an ideal family.
According to the definition of methodological
recommendations, family values are an explicit,
openly approved and cultivated in the family cir-
cle or an implicit set of family — specific ideas that
influence the choice of family values, ways of or-
ganizing life and interaction [2].

In the article, A.A. Krivets identifies two
main approaches to the systematization of tradi-
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tional family values, traditional and progressive.
According to the traditional approach, family
values include a patriarchal lifestyle, having
many children, and cultivating and nurturing
love and kindness towards each other. Modern
traditional values are somewhat different, but
they are still based on love, mutual assistance
and trust. Different approaches to defining fami-
ly values may depend on cultural, social, reli-
gious, and other factors [3].

In a scientific article, O.B. Khlebodarova be-
lieves that the value of the family is a two-
component concept, since in this situation the
needs of the subject are satisfied, which is indi-
cated in the first component, as well as gaining
an idea of social preferences [4]. In the absence
of a parental model of behavior, children may
experience difficulties in establishing and main-
taining relationships, in this context, classes on
communication skills, conflict resolution, empa-
thy, and caring for others are important.

In a scientific article, S.S. Fedorinko identi-
fied a number of basic values of universal gene-
sis. In this case, we are talking about presenting
the concept of family as a value, caring for the
younger, respecting the elders, studying every-
day life and family roles [5, p. 403]. Stories,
conversations, watching movies, and reading
books about strong and friendly families are
used to create a positive image of a family.

In the scientific work of S.P. Akutin, the sys-
tem of family values, as a rule, includes such
components as the perception of family as values,
respect or reverence for elders, as well as love,
which is expressed in selfless pursuit of its object,
in need and willingness to give oneself [6, p.49].
The culture of everyday life as a quality of family
values, traditions, and the way of everyday life in
the main spheres of human activity in the family.
It includes a set of knowledge, skills and abilities
necessary for successful household management,
family budget planning and parenting.

To instill in children the concept of gender
family roles, as it has significance in under-
standing family values and understanding the
traditional family as a whole. This understand-
ing helps in the future in creating your own fam-
ily and raising children. The need to perceive
oneself positively, realize one's worth, and build
trusting relationships.

In the process of forming family values, not

only children are important, but also specialists
who replace parents. As an institution that forms
a personality with a positive example of family
relations, which helps to realize the creation of a
strong and happy family. Developing interaction
skills within and outside the family is important
to develop communication skills and the ability
to resolve conflict situations.

The ways of forming family values are di-
verse, they are related to the degree of involve-
ment in the process of forming a full-fledged,
psychologically healthy personality.

In the scientific article N.M. Lomakina the
family education system is based on knowledge
of psychology, pedagogy, general theory and
methods of parenting. As an example of the the-
ory of education, one can give an example: en-
couragement, personal example, persuasion [7].

Studying the value orientations of the younger
generation makes it possible to assess the true de-
gree of involvement of young people in public
relations, analyze their adaptive capabilities, and
track their innovative reserves responsible for the
future development of modern society. The ances-
tral traditions of our ancestors with the enormous
potential of the Christian religion have always
been used by folk pedagogy for the spiritual de-
velopment of generations, the emotional im-
provement of man and his humane attitude to-
wards others.

This is facilitated by personal
example, psychological climate, interests and
needs of the family [9, p. 6-7].
