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METHODS AND FORMS OF FAMILIARIZATION OF A YOUNGER
STUDENT WITH HIS NATIVE LAND IN EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

This article discusses the methods and forms of familiarization of a younger student with his native land in
extracurricular activities. The author emphasizes that the inclusion of local history material in the content of
education contributes to the formation of the motivational foundations of learning, cognitive and communi-
cative activity of schoolchildren, forms their observation skills.

Keywords: methods, forms, local history, extracurricular activities, primary school students.

primary school teacher may face a variety

of difficulties when working with younger
students. One of these is the interest of younger
students in the learning process. The teacher
needs to find an individual approach to each
student so that the student does not lose interest
in learning new things. The teacher should re-
member that the younger student still has a
strong need for movement, he cannot sit still for
a long time [5], therefore, the teacher needs to
choose such methods and forms of familiariza-
tion of students with their native land so that
children retain the desire to learn and discover
something unknown.

In order to introduce a student to his native
land, it is not enough to do one job in the class-
room, it is necessary to use extracurricular ac-
tivities.

Extracurricular activities are called various
types of student activities in which it is possible
to solve problems related to education and so-
cialization. It helps to satisfy the diverse inter-
ests of children in informal communication,
clubs, amateur associations, and circles.

Extracurricular activities ensure the manifes-

tation and development of children's activity
aimed at transforming the world around them
and themselves [1].

The teaching method is understood as [2] a
method of interrelated activity of teachers and
students aimed at solving a set of tasks of the
educational process. There are different classifi-
cations of teaching methods. We will rely on the
classification of S.I. Perovsky, E.Ya. Golant ac-
cording to the source of transmission and the
nature of perception of information in extracur-
ricular activities. In turn, the methods are divid-
ed into verbal, visual and practical.

The group of verbal teaching methods includes:

—a story (for example, about medicinal
plants of the Kemerovo region, etc.);

— a conversation (for example, about the in-
fluence of enterprises on the air condition of the
city of Novokuznetsk, etc.);

— an explanation (for example, on the topic
of why the Kemerovo region is called Kuzbass);

— instruction (for example, on the rules of con-
duct during an excursion to the Gagarin Park);

—work with a book (reading popular science
literature about the streets of Novokuznetsk, etc.).
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Visual teaching methods include:

— illustrations (for example, about plants and
animals listed in the Red Book of the Kemerovo
region);

— demonstrations (for example, an animated
film about the history of Kuzbass, etc.).

Practical training methods include:

— observation (for example, observation of
early-flowering plants of the city; observation of
changes in the Tom River at different times of
the year; observation of phenological and mete-
orological changes in nature, etc.);

— didactic games (for example, «Who lives in
a house?»: correlation of an animal living in the
territory of Kuzbass with practical and laborato-
ry work (for example, determining the quality of
water from various sources in the city of Novo-
kuznetsk, etc.).

In extracurricular local history work, it is de-
sirable to use the project method, with which
students achieve or solve their goal through a
problematic situation that they may encounter in
everyday life.

The form of education [4] is an external ex-
pression of the coordinated activity of the teach-
er and students, carried out in a certain order
and mode.

Extracurricular activities expand and comple-
ment students' knowledge, so it is necessary to
choose forms of education that will not be used
during lessons. Such forms of education can be,
for example, a circle, a travel game, a meeting, an
excursion, a quiz, a hiking trip, a cultural trip.
Let's take a closer look at each of the forms.

A circle is a group of people with common
interests who have joined together for constant
joint activities [3]. The circle promotes the de-
velopment of initiative and independence of
students. During the group work, students can
get acquainted, for example, with the traditional
crafts of their native land, as well as create
something with their own hands. Conditions are
being created for the formation of respect and
love for the folk art of the native land.

The travel game is a form of education and de-
velopment, during which students are involved in
active activities, are accustomed to observing the
rules, the ability to objectively evaluate their ac-
tions and the actions of people around them. It is
necessary to include educational elements in the
game process in order to combine the cognitive

interest of younger schoolchildren and the gaming
activity that has long been familiar to them. The
travel game stimulates the transition from curiosity
to inquisitiveness. Thanks to this form of educa-
tion, students can get acquainted with their native
land, its history, way of life, etc.

A meeting is the process of organizing com-
munication between students and a person who
has made a significant contribution to the devel-
opment of their native land. The purpose of the
meeting is to transfer experience from the older
generation to the younger, to develop students'
cognitive interest in their native land and its in-
habitants during the conversation.

The excursion is a visit by students together
with a teacher to historically significant places
of their native land, its sights and culture. The
excursion is a special form of organization of
work in extracurricular activities for the com-
prehensive development of schoolchildren,
moral and patriotic education. Extracurricular
excursions can be organized on such topics as:
studying the life of the native land, historically
significant places, the nature of our region, pro-
fessions of the native land, etc.

The quiz is one of the forms of extracurricu-
lar activities, representing a set of questions,
riddles, puzzles, crosswords prepared in ad-
vance by the teacher to consolidate the existing
knowledge of students about their native land. It
is advisable to conduct a quiz after the teacher's
excursions with students around the region.

A hiking trip is a form of organization of ex-
tracurricular activities, during which students,
together with a teacher, go on a one-day or mul-
ti-day hike to natural monuments or natural ob-
jects. The purpose of the tourist trip is to form
knowledge about the sights of the native land,
respect for nature and introduction to a healthy
lifestyle. A cultural trip is a visit to museums
and exhibitions that tell about the history of the
native land, its nature, and people who have
made a significant contribution to the develop-
ment of the city (region). This allows us to draw
the following conclusion: the teacher needs to
select various methods and forms of working
with students in extracurricular activities so that
they do not lose their cognitive interest. It is in
this activity that students can discover for them-
selves what is good, what is bad, and also crea-
tively approach important environmental issues.
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
